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For the first time in its history, Israel’s April
2019 elections ended in stalemate, and
Likud Party Chair Benyamin Netanyahu was
unable to cobble together a coalition with
over 50% of the Knesset members. lsrael's
parliament subsequently disbanded and new
elections were called for September 17th. Two
